Recommendation And Action On The Warrant Officer Position 
The following elected officials spoke on behalf of the position for warrant officer:

Judge Mendoza said most recently everyone in attendance at the last meeting agreed that the Warrant Officer position should remain under the supervision of the County Attorney.  

Judge Hernandez said she did not agree with the recommendation because every other warrant officer in the State of Texas was with the Sheriff’s department. She said the county should create a warrant division with three to four in that division and that was her recommendation and hers alone.  

Sheriff Mata said he did not attend the last meeting but did attend the first meeting and everyone had agreed to put the position with his office. He said what had happened between now and then, he did not know.  He did admit that questions were raised by committee members as to why warrants were not being entered into the TCIC and NCIC systems. 

Judge Mendoza said in the initial meeting the committee had several questions for the Sheriff, including if the misdemeanor warrants were going to be entered into the TCIC systeml and he could not give direct answers.

Commissioner Cantu asked the Sheriff when the warrant officer was recommended to put with the District Judge why did he support that and that he never recommended to be put with him.

Commissioner Lomas said the position of Warrant officer was created because every time he entered into the Clerk’s office they wanted to know when someone was going to start serving the warrants that they had worked on.  

Commissioner Rosse asked the Sheriff what was the reasoning that he did not favor having the warrant officer pick the warrants with the clerks at the courthouse. 

Judge Hernandez said the Sheriff was never in favor of placing the warrant officer with her, but because they work closely together and he did not voice his concern out of respect for her but that she was telling the Court that he was never in support of the move and the move was just temporary.   

County Attorney Rios-Salazar said the committee was told that the Sheriff was no longer going to be a member of the committee and was not interested in having the position housed with his office. She said she did not want the position but the committee decided to put it back with her because the Sheriff could not commit to any answers.   

Sheriff said he was still in the committee and would accept the position.    


The above matter coming on for consideration, a motion was made by Commissioner Schultz and seconded by Commissioner Cantu to table the agenda item. Upon vote, Commissioners Schultz, Commissioner Cantu and Commissioner Lomas voted aye and Commissioner Rosse voted nay. The motion passes and so ordered.
